Wilderness Magashi Peninsula overlooks the shimmering waters of Lake Rwanyakazinga, 
and the Mutumba Mountains to the west. Situated in a private concession within 
Akagera National Park – Central Africa’s largest protected wetland and Rwanda’s only 
refuge for savannah species – this area offers exceptional game-viewing opportunities 
across its 10 diverse habitat types, ranging from open plains and woodlands to 
swamps, lakes, and rolling grassy hills.

•	 Raised off the ground to enhance the view, 
the camp overlooks Lake Rwanyakazinga and 
the Mutumba Mountains.

•	 Designed for ultimate privacy, the Villa 		
	 features a spare en-suite room adaptable as a 	
	 gym, children’s room, or office.

•	 The Villa provides a fully private experience, 	
	 with dedicated in-Villa meals and private guide.

•	 Accommodates up to six guests, making it 	
	 ideal for families.

2 x Twin Rooms

•	 Positioned 200m apart, these suites offer an 
exclusive, peaceful retreat. 

•	 	 All rooms feature Star Beds, perfect for 
stargazing or sleeping under the stars with 
unobstructed views of the surrounding area.  

•	 	 Child policy: From 6 years (for families travelling 
with children between 6 and 12 years inclusive, 
sole use of a vehicle is required) 

•	 	 The camp and position of the rooms have 
excellent viewing opportunities of the resident 
wildlife, including hippos and crocodiles in the 
lake, and buffalo, elephant and general wildlife 
moving freely on the Magashi Peninsula.      

Main Area

Modern luxury, cultural inspiration and pristine natural 
surrounds come together at intimate Wilderness 
Magashi Peninsula. The camp’s central main area 
includes:

•	 Dining and lounge spaces, as well as a gym,  
for total relaxation and indulgence.

•	 Eco-friendly infrastructure: Fully powered 
by solar energy and designed to minimise 
environmental impact.

•	 A boat jetty for easy access onto the 
boatsand pontoons. 

VILLA
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Extend your stay in Rwanda: from rich cultural and wildlife experiences, including gorillas, 
chimpanzees, and the ‘Big 5’, Rwanda offers a unique one-country safari experience. 
Magashi Peninsula offers the perfect complement to gorilla trekking from Wilderness 
Bisate Reserve, which together with cultural experiences at each Wilderness destination, 
as well as in the city of Kigali, creates a well-rounded Rwandan adventure.  

WILDLIFE
With 10 identified vegetation biomes in the park, Akagera 
supports a large diversity and density of wildlife. The park 
is home to leopard and lion, white rhinos, eastern black 
rhinos, buffalo, Masai giraffe, zebra, and interesting antelope 
such as topi, roan antelope, the elusive sitatunga, and oribi, 
alongside 520 bird species, including the rare and sought-after 
shoebill. This remarkable conservation success story owes its 
achievements to species reintroductions and a sustainable 
management partnership between the Rwanda Development 
Board and African Parks.

Game Drives: 
Explore Akagera’s scenic landscapes in 
open game viewing vehicles. We have 
access to the entire park for drives, as well 
as also the private Magashi Concession 
where limited off-road driving is permitted.    
 

Night Drives:
After-dark game viewing with filtered 
spotlights allows guests the chance to see 
intriguing nocturnal animals. 

Water-based Adventures: 
Two luxurious pontoons and a swamp 
cruiser enable scenic lake outings, picnic 
lunches, and sunset cocktails.  Wildlife 
viewing from the water is exceptional,  
with regular sightings of rhino, elephant, 
and buffalo, and even leopard and lion  
on occasion.  

 
Catch-and-release Fishing: 
Fishing on a catch-and-release basis only 
is permitted year-round, with the camp 
providing basic fishing equipment.

Sleep under the Stars: 
Star Beds in every room allow for a unique 
outdoor experience.

ACTIVITIES
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Wilderness Magashi Peninsula embodies a purpose-driven 
ethos, combining luxury tourism with impactful conservation 
and community initiatives in partnership with African Parks 
and the Rwanda Development Board, collectively called the 
Akagera Management Company. 

Conservation: 
 
• 	 Ongoing charismatic species data collection. 
• 	 Habitat restoration through alien invasive vegetation removal in partnership with African Parks on the private  
	 Magashi Concession.   
 
Community Empowerment: 
 
• 	 The camp fosters local talent and provides meaningful employment. 
• 	 Three Rwandan guides from sister camp Magashi are the first to obtain FGASA qualifications in the country, with one also 	
	 being the first female guide to achieve this milestone – reflecting Wilderness’ commitment to skills development. 
• 	 Wilderness’ flagship Impact programme, Children in the Wilderness, has partnered with the schools and community in 	
	 Akayange village situated close to Akagera’s North Gate.    
 

Sustainability: 
 
• 	 The development of commercial beds in our Wilderness camps, and resulting revenue generation directly to Akagera 	
	 through bednight and conservation levies, has enhanced the national park’s ability to become fully sustainable.   
• 	 The camp operates on 100% solar power with a light environmental footprint.
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By Road:  
Approximately 3 hours from Kigali by vehicle transfer to 
Akagera National Park, followed by an hour’s game drive 
within the park to Magashi Peninsula.

By Air:  
25-minute helicopter transfer from Kigali to Magashi Helipad, 
followed by a 10-minute drive to Magashi Peninsula.
